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On December 10, 1964 ( O ) the age of 35, Martin Luther King, Jr. accepted
the Nobel Peace Prize in Stockholm, Sweden. He was the youngest winner in history.
But he did not accept it for himself. He accepted it for all of the peaceful protesters™*
against segregation and inequality* around the world.

The next day, he spoke at a college in Stockholm. Black people and poor people
cannot stay poor for ever, he said. Ten million American families are poor. They
know they live in the richest nation on earth. It is time to fight for poor people.
Rich nations must help poor nations. And he spoke about war. War is not the way
to solve problems, he said. It is necessary ( O ) end war and violence between
nations. We can solve problems through peaceful activities. After King received
the Nobel Prize, he was Atlanta’s most famous person. A big, expensive dinner was
organized for him with 1,500 people. The dinner was a success. White city leaders
sat down and ate with black city leaders. (1yThis was part of King’s dream.

(O ) 1965, Selma, Alabama had an ampopulation of almost 30,000. Half
were black but only 333 of them could vote. The worst segregationist™ states of
Alabama, Louisiana, and Mississippi did not have voting rights for blacks. King
decided to organize protest marches in Selma. They began on January 18, 1965,
when he led 400 blacks to the courthouse*. King politely asked to put the marchers’
names on the voting list. They were told to leave. They marched to a big hotel. Black
people walked through its entrance ( 0O ) the first time. There, they signed their
names to the voting list. This was a very small step toward success. As the marchers
went toward the courthouse on January 25, 1965, the city’s law officers violently
attacked a female marcher. Photographers were waiting for (o)this and took photos
for the nation’s newspapers. On February 1, police arrested King_and 250 marchers.
Inside jail, King continued to give orders to the marchers through his assistant,
Andrew Young. Marches continued the next day, February 2. Police arrested 3,000
people and put them in jail. King’s arrest was in all of the newspapers across the
country. King was excited because everyone was interested in his campaign. (3
President Johnson spoke about it on television and promised voting rights for all

Americans.
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King became Atlanta’s most famous person.

A big, expensive dinner was organized for many people.

Black city leaders, as well as white city leaders, sat down and ate together.
Photograohers took photos for the nation’s newspapers.

A female marcher was violently attacked by the city’s law officers.
